Think about
effects on local people, local industry, local transport,
health, jobs, etc. Consider what happened in California
from your reading tasks to support your ideas.

Would you want the council to build a mine to extract the
mineral? Write a letter to the council persuading them
why it would (not) be a good idea to build it. Use
persuasive devices to make your argument stronger:
exaggeration, rhetorical questions, triples, repetition,
emotive vocabulary, etc. Try also to include parenthesis
using () or — to add extra information. Remember to use
formal language.
