cycle. You could include photographs of the rocks you “made”.

e Music: Watch the video of the piece of music called “Earth”.

draw what you visualise on a large sheet of paper. Use different colours to show the mood/
atmosphere of the piece. Now listen carefully to the first part of the piece. The slow build-up of
sound is called a “shimmer”. Try to recreate this with objects at home. You could
use: Lego in a tub, coins in a jar, cutlery, etc. Think about how to create an effective
crescendo (gradual increase in volume).
